at your tournament. UOVA will provide a list of approved tournament directors that you may
contact to hire and help you run your tcamrent if you desire. You must still send a
representative to thidarch 17thmeeting. All Tournament Directors must be approved by
UOVA.

Certificate of Insurance

You must provide a Certificate of Insurance naming 1) UOVA and 2) the owner of the park
where your tournament is being held as additional insured before your tournament can be
scheduled. Certificates can be obtained from your insurance provider if you are a city or
county agency. If your tournament is not affiliated with a city or county, yaat provide

your own oneday insurance coverag®lease mail your certificate to UOVA, PO Box
520101, SLC, UT 8410%Certificates are due4 weeksprior to your event.

Equipment

If you provide your own nets, they must be UO¥pproved and strongneugh

for commercial use.

Many players will volunteer or want
their registration fee waived if they help you set up nets. A list of U@yproved
net volunteers is available on our web pagewatv.uova.org Please do not use
anynet volunteers who havenattended a net sap class. Net set up team (2
people) are required to set up a minimum of 5 nets to have their fee waived. More
nets might be required depending on the size of the tournament.

d. NCAA rules prohibit ctiegiateeligible players from accepting cash or prizes. Do
not present the prize to anyone other than players who actually win the award. If a
player informs you that they are ineligible to accept prizes, do not give that prize to
another person. Thould cause players eligibility problems with the NCAA. Itis
the playerdés responsibility to make yo
e.  An awards list for your tournament must be posted at the conclusion of registration.
Suggested prizes include vollegll clothing and equipmeygift certificates,
restaurant or hotel certificates, etone of your UOVA reps will be contacting you
prior to your tournament to confirm your prize list.
f.  Adivision needs to have at least 4 teams to be consideredsedivAs a
tournament director, if a division has less than 4 teams, you can allow those teams
to combine with another division for pool play or you can refund them their money
and they will not compete that day. If you allow them to combine for poplyola
must communicate to the division with less than 4 teams whether or not there will
be prizes at the end of their day for their efforts. It is recommended that prizes be
givenif there is any sort of tournamemat this isnot mandatory. It is imperdive
that you tell the teams up front so they can decide if they want to stay and play or
not.

A. Pre-Registration
In order to eliminate long registration lines, hurried seeding and delays in tournament starting
times, players are encouraged to-pggister for all UOVA tournaments.
To be considered preregistered; the tournament director must receive a tournament
registration form and payment by 12:00 p.m., on the last business day prior to the
tournament, or by day and time previously posted byournament director.

UOVA membership number must be includédapplicable)on all preregistration forms.

B. Day-Of Registration
1. Registration will be accepted the day of the tournament befésa8n., if space is
available. REGISTRATION ON THE DAY OF THE TOURNAMENT WILL BE
AN ADDITIONAL $5 COST. A LATE FEE OF $5 WILL BE CHARGED A FTER
8:45A.M.
2. Each tournament will have a UOVA representative present to accept UOVA membership
payments antb provide UOVA member cards. UOVA membership is $25 per player.
UOVA membership allows each member to save $5.00 on tournament registrations. The
membership discount may be used at the tournament where purchased, if UOVA
membership ipurchased prior to registering for the tournament.

C. Registration Fees
3. The standard tournament entry fee for UOVA members is as follows (*unless the
Tournament Director has receivedgp UOVA approval for a different tournament fee):

2. T-Shirt Info: Due to the incresing costs of providingshirts for tournaments we
want to stress that providing -&hirt is optional. One way to effet the cost is to charge
an additional $5 for registration. If you choose this option you must make sure everyone
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who pays the addiinal $5 will receive ashirt. A written request would still need to be
approved by the board with an idea of how you will assure that everyone who registers
will get a shirt. Another option would be to leave the tournament entry fees the same and
sellthe tshirts to those who are inteted for $5.00. This wouldllow those who want

them tobe able tgurchase them atdiscountand allow you to limit your-shirt order

while still being able toffset the cost of theghirts. A third option is torder a certain
number of shirts and advertise that othlg first x amount of preegistered players will

receive shirts. This will allow you to keep your costs down and only order a certain
number of shirts. Extra shirts could then be sold after th@amnent starts.

D. Tournament Format
1. All divisions other than Mens and Womens Opii participate in pool play, followed
by a singleelimination tournamentMens and Womens Open wigiight or more teams
will play a doubleslimination tournament whitno pool play.Mens and Womens Open
with less than 8 teams may play pool play followed by a single elimination playoff.

2. Pools should have a minimum of four teams. A minimum of two teams from each pool
will advance to the singlelimination playoffbracket. Tournament Directors may take
as many teams from each pool as they desire.

3. Pools may not be made up of more than 7 teams unless additional courts are not
available UOVA recommends pool sizes of 5 teams.

4. Pool Play Games:
3 teams 2 games to 25 6 teamg 1 game to 3@r 2 games to 21 (if two nets)
4 teams 2 games to 25 7 teams (2 courtg) 1 game to 30
5teamg 2 gamesto 21
Larger tournaments may change pool play format to shorten games to allow for more
time in tournament laicket play. Pools may be assigned to two courts with simultaneous
games to speed up pool play.

5. Pool Play Scheduling
The Tournament Director will schedule all pool play. Players in the pool may not
reschedul e games. Teleision iB Hnal omal soleduting Matterse ¢ t
Tournament Directors check with your UOVA Rep with any questions on scheduling.

6. Player Substitutions:
If a player has to leave early, their team will forfeit remaining games. No substitutions
will be allowed for injury or any other reason.

7. Guidelines for arranging and seeding pools:

a. Players with a UOVA ranking may not play in a lower division, but may play in a
higher division. Use the UOVA player rankings to seed top teams in opposite
pools.Use t he Mends Open r anktelngnation o seed
tournament for your Open division. Check with your UOVA Rep with any
guestions about seeding teams for pool play.

b. Players playing in a division below their rating (this will ongppen with
Tournament DirectoApproval) will not be allowed to advance out of pool pléy.
istheplayeb espnsi bility to know their ratin
responsibility to check the pools and make sure everyone is appropriately placed.

Sandbag Rule If a player or team blatantly andfotentionally forfeits or loses a

finals match in order to not qualify for the next highest division, the Tournament
Director shall submit, in writing, the descriptions of the actions to the UOVA Board
of Directors. After the UOVA Board of Directors rewig the notice, the

player/team may be automatically ranked to the next highest division and may be
required to return any awards received in the sandbagged tournament.

Advancement Out of Pool:

A SINGLE-ELIMINATION BRACKET WILL BE USED FOR ALL PLAYOF FS
EXCEPT MENS OPEN. A double-elimination tournament maye used for AA
division.

a.

If there is only one pool for a division, and this pool has 4 or 5 teams, then you

would take 3 or 4 of the teams into a sirglenination tournament. The 4th place

team will play the 1st place team and the 3rd place team will play the 2nd place
team. Or, with three teams, the 2nd place team plays the 3rd place team and the 1st
place team gets a bye.

If there are 2 pools of 4 or more teams, take 2 teams frompezeml.

If there are 3 pools of 4 or more teams, take 2 teams from each pool and the 2 teams
with theoverallbest record receive a bye in the first round.

In case of a tie, pool play seedingse determined first by win/loss record,

second byheadto-head, third by headto-head points scored against, and

fourth by overall points scored against. lIfthe tie is for the second seed; which

would eliminate a team from further competition, a playoff of one game taat

least11 pointswith a cap at 13should be played Teams cannot be eliminated

by points. If tied by win-loss record, a playoffgamemust beplayed. The

game will be one game ta minimum of 11 points as determina by the

Tournament Director.

dangerous playing conditions.

1) A sanctioned UOVA tournament may be canceled on the day of the
tournament because of weather conditions or by a declared statergeeny
by the State of Utah. The Tournament Director is the sole authority to
determine if weather conditions warrant a suspension or cancellation of play
before or during the tournament. The Tournament Director will determine
when play starts or contiles during a tournament. Any other reason for
cancellation of a tournament must be reviewed and approved by the UOVA
Board of Directors. If a tournament is canceled without UOVA approval, the
tournament will drop from the schedule next year.

If a toumanent is canceled because of weathedemiared state of emergency

4) Refunds If players have preegistered and are unable to play, refunds will
be determined on a cabg-case basis by the Tournament Director.

Conduct as part of your release of liability on your tournament registration forms.

These rules of conduct will kstrictly enforced during the season.

1. No player, team, or spectator verbally abuse, taunt, provoke, or disrespecifinigsaan
official, scorekeeper, Tournament Director, UOVA Board of Director, or other player or
spectator before, during or after a game.

Minimum Penalty: Probation for one year from date of infraction and ejection from that
tournament and the next sxtuled UOVA sanctioned tournament.
Maximum Penalty: Suspension for one year from date of infraction.

2. No player shall physically attack any other players, official, Tournament Director,
UOVA Representative, UOVA member, players or spectator befareg or after a
game. Player will remain suspended until his/her case has been considered.
Minimum Penalty: Probation for one year from date of infraction, ejection from that
tournament and suspension for twenty (20) UOVA scheduled tournaments.
Maximum Penalty: Suspension for life, and/or assault charges filed.

3. Players and officials are prohibited to use any illegal substance before, during or after
competition in the immediate vicinity of the scheduled playing area. Players or officials
who, in the opinion of the Tournament Director or UOVA Board of Director member,
appeaunder the influence of any illegal substasball be ejected from the tournament.
Minimum Penalty: Probation for one year from date of infraction.

Puthe anchors (at each end of the boundary line) into the
ground. Square up the court lines then tension the rope enough so it can be snapped into
position when finished and push the corner anchors into the ground. (Corner peg should
be able to line up ith opposite center peg to check to see if it is square.)
